








Marksmanship

The Squadron has its own indoor small-bore rifle range on which Cadets learn the skill of
marksmanship and competitive target shooting, The cadets are trained to use the weapons
in a safe and competent manner prior to shooting “live” ammunition. They are then
taught the skill of marksmanship. At present the Squadron has gained Marksmen Awards
at Squadron, Wing and Corps levels.

CI Gary Mclver planned and organised 2 visits to RAF Boulmer, North East England,
where the cadets participated in a weekend of training and full-bore shooting. Cadets
from other units also attended. 15 Corps and 4 Regional Marksman standards were
achieved.

The Squadron participated in the Battle of Britain Challenge Cup, with Teams B and A
finishing in 22™ and 52™ out of 103 teams from across the UK. Team B were the highest
placed Scottish team.

Flying and Gliding

In the past year Cadets from the Squadron have completed GIC 1 & 2 (Gliding Induction
Courses).

Cadets have also flown in the Tudor at RAF Leuchars as part of the RAF Air Experience
Flight Scheme. Some also flew in the RANS 5, a 2 seater aircraft at the Micro-light
Airfield at Athelstaneford, East Lothian. Cadets and Air Scouts originally built the
aircraft as a project to raise the awareness of youth in flight. Former cadets from 297
Squadron built the port wing as their part of the project.

Community

The Squadron assists in various Community projects, e.g. Car Boot Sale at Dirleton
Estate where cadets help in setting up the stalls, car parking, and tidying up at the end of
the day. The Squadron also participates in the Musselburgh Gala, and the annual
Torchlight Parade. It also participated by providing collectors for the local Branch of the
Royal Air Forces Association in its Battle of Britain “Wings Appeal” and the Poppy
Scotland Appeal. Cadets have also been involved at the Museum of Flight, East Lothian
by assisting in various duties during “open” days and events.

The Squadron is also fortunate in having good relations with Loretto School,
Musselburgh who help us with the use of their accommodation for special events.

Cadets and Staff from the Squadron continue to maintain the refurbished large concrete
